Dear Friends,

Starting off 2009,
Melissa Titone’s Gothicized Italic class was enjoyed by all the students, as we learned this beautiful
hand devised by Edward Johnston (it is sometimes referred to as Johnston’s Compressed Hand). We
are now about halfway through Copperplate with Claude Dieterich, who learned it from Georgina
Artigas, and who inspires us with his graceful flourishes while admonishing us to keep a consistent
slant and not to start the pen pressure too soon. At the end of April, Judy Detrick (who also serves as
Alphabet editor, email coordinator and web mistress for FOC) will be teaching Humanist
Minuscules. I have taken Italic and Uncials from Judy in the past and highly recommend her as a

teacher. Then, in the fall, we will have Georgianna Greenwood, FOC founder, who will teach c® FOC Council Members

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2 More Council Profiles

Megan Lucas, Council Member

Megan was born at the San Diego Naval
Hospital where her father was a physician.
Being a Navy brat, she moved frequently with
her family — from San Diego to the Philippines,
to Maryland then back to California and then
another six moves, ending up back in San
Diego. She has been working her way up the
coast ever since, with undergraduate studies at
UC Santa Barbara and physical therapy school
at UCSF in the early '80s. After working in
Santa Barbara for a few years, she moved back
to San Francisco in 1988 for a new job working
in hand therapy.

Megan first became interested in calligraphy
(even though she didn’t know the term) the first
time she walked into the Five and Dime in
Glendora in the third grade and found a dip
pen with gold ink. She recalls her first official
calligraphy class in Santa Barbara with a
wonderful teacher, Dege Cole. Megan took the
class as an antidote to the heavy left brain
intensive study she had just completed as a
physical therapy student at UCSF. The semester
long adult ed classes cost $4 (!) and included a
bound set of exemplars for each alphabet they
studied. Dege often had money left over and
would buy paper or ink for her students. Megan
says, “I don’t know what kind of magic was
involved with this program...”

After she moved to San Francisco, Megan joined
FOC, in 1989. Over the years, her participation
waxed and waned based on other life demands.
Since becoming the workshop coordinator at
the end of 2004, she has enjoyed meeting the
many exceptional teachers we have hosted for
FOC. “We have a wonderful group of people in
FOC,” Megan says, “and it has been a great
experience getting to know more of you
through the workshops.”

Megan loves to knit and has donated 48 kid-
sized sweaters to a volunteer organization
which sends the sweaters to kids in need all
over the world. Traveling is also a passion, but
one she doesn’t get to indulge as often as she
would like. A memorable trip to Paris included
a visit to the Postal Museum which has
wonderful old envelopes, seals and posters. A
return trip to Italy would be wonderful but
Spain and Portugal are beckoning as well.

Armand Anguiano,
Council Member

Armand was born and grew up in Oakland.
Although he left the area after he got married
and moved around quite a lot during that time,
he always wanted to come back to the place he
considers home. He returned in 1998 and has
been here ever since.

His interest in writing and calligraphy began
when he was in grammar school —in the third
grade—in Catholic school when they started to
learn the Palmer method. He loved the
penmanship class—the dip pens and fountain
pens, the blue-black ink and the Palmer
alphabet exemplar high atop the blackboard in
front of the class and, of course, the daily
exercises of making the letters. Since that time,
he has loved and played with any and all kinds
of lettering. Armand became more serious
about it in high school, but getting married and
starting a family left him no time to pursue his
interest. When the last of his children left home
he decided to return to what he truly enjoyed —
lettering and calligraphy. In 1994, he joined
FOC and has appreciated the chance to meet
others interested in calligraphy and says the
many workshops he has taken have been a

real joy.

For a number of years, he has worked in law
firms and (for the most part, anyway) enjoyed it
very much. He and his wife Shelby have two
dogs, both Chihuahuas, one named Louis
(French pronunciation), the other named Liyah
(Louis” daughter). He loves those dogs.

Armand is a member of other calligraphy
guilds and attends workshops throughout the
country. He also loves books and the making of
them. His favorite bookmaker, from whom he
has taken lessons, is Sasha Mosalov. Sasha, says
Armand, is a very kind and gentle man who
makes incredible books. Armand’s other
passions are photography (he is proud of the
awards he has won for his photography) and
going to museums of various kinds and simply
enjoying the artful life. There is such a treasure,
he says, in belonging to organizations that fuel
your joy —in his case, FOC. The encouragement
he has received from being a member has
enhanced his experience in lettering and made
it a real joy.

Meeting
called to order at 10:35.

Corrected November 16, 2008 minutes approved, motion, Georgianna;

second, Megan; all approved.

MEMBERSHIP: 360 renewals, 24 new members, 9 honorary. There are
fewer members than in the past. Meredith will send a reminder to non-
renewed members, tied to Kalligraphia. A list of volunteers was
distributed.

TREASURER: Suzanne Yoshii submitted the treasurer’s report. We

should solicit donations; Laura will call Megan Thompson to discuss
ways to approach this issue. Georgianna suggested that FOC needs a
public relations system and will call Linda Race for suggestions. 1099

forms have been sent to the teachers.

WORKSHOPS: Lily Stevenson reported Trivial Pursuits was a success,
with 40 students and 6 teachers, and made money. Ft. Mason classes are
moving well. Melissa Titone’s class of Gothicized Italic has 14 students.

Lovler had 9 students for her October 4-5 class at Ft. Mason. Megan has

scheduled the Charles Pearce workshop for April 4-5 at Atelier Gargoyle.

Megan will send information for
Judy Detrick to put on the web site, and will request that Judy send out
an email the day the flyer is put in the mail. Charles Pearce will present
a free lecture Thursday, April 2.
